	Indications: adjunctive therapy in the treatment of seizures, including partial-onset, myoclonic and tonic-clonic seizures.

	Mechanism of Action: The exact mechanism of action is unknown. This medication may interfere with sodium, calcium, potassium, or GABA transmission.


	Administration:
Oral, IV
 
Taper dose: do not stop abruptly or seizures may occur

Behavioral/mood changes
Somnolence, fatigue, and irritability
Coordination difficulties

Monitor plasma levels for pregnant women
