	Indications: analgesia
Anti-tussive (Cough suppressant)

	Mechanism of Action: Binds to opioid receptors (mu, kappa) in the CNS and alters the perception of and response to painful stimuli while producing generalized CNS depression.


	Administration: 

IR and SR oral preparations
IV, SC, IM, rectal, epidural, or transdermal.
No ceiling effect

Used in all ages.

Caution in pregnant and breastfeeding women, liver and renal impairment, and elderly clients.

If nausea, take with food and lay quietly
	Side Effects:

CNS depression (respiratory, CVS, sedation, N/V, sweating) respiratory depression
Sweating, Pruritus

Potentially Fatal: Respiratory depression; circulatory failure; hypotension; deepening coma; anaphylactic reactions.

SAFETY Assess resp and sedation, naloxone for reversal. Consider a bowel regime for risk of constipation.
	Contraindications: 

Acute pancreatitis
Renal impairment
Liver impairment
Respiratory depression
Paralytic ileus
Obstructive airway disease
Increased intracranial pressure
Acute alcoholism
	Nursing Considerations:

Assess for allergies, S&S of respiratory & CNS depression, GI obstruction, head injury etc.

Do not perform hazardous activities

No other CNS depressants.

Do not cut, crush, or chew controlled release
Dilute and administer IV slowly
