Pilocarpine Medication Card
	Class: Muscarinic Agonist
Prototypes: pilocarpine

	Indications:
Management of intraocular pressure in glaucoma.
Management of dry mouth related to salivary gland hypoperfusion

	Mechanism of Action:  causes ciliary muscle to contract, allowing for the drainage of aqueous humor form the anterior chamber of the eye and reducing intraocular pressure related to glaucoma.


	Administration: 
Remove contact lens before administration.

Apply light finger pressure on lacrimal sac for 2 minutes after instilling to minimize systemic absorption

	Side Effects:
Diaphoresis, headache, temporary blurred vision, eye irritation.
May cause hypotension
May cause floaters


	Contraindications: 
Caution client about night driving as medication can decrease visual acuity
	Nursing Considerations:
Apply light pressure to lacrimal sac for 2 min after application to minimize systemic absorption. 
Safe with peds and older adult.
