Generic Name: aluminum chloride 
Trade names: Amphogel
	Indications:
Decreased symptoms of heartburn 


	Mechanism of Action: Neutralizes hydrochloric acid in gastric secretions. 


	Administration: 
Orally, take as prescribed, often TID or QID
Onset 20-40 minutes

Rarely used on own, often combined with other antacids   Ie. Magnesium-aluminum combination
Minimal absorption
	Side Effects:
Constipation, nausea


	Contraindications/ adverse effects:

Hypophosphatemia if taking high doses: 
muscle weakness, bone pain, confusion, and fatigue. 
Risk of bone demineralization

Drug interactions due to antacid decreasing stomach pH
Ex. Binds with tetracycline, reducing its effects.
	Nursing Considerations:
· Don’t admin within 1-2 hrs of other meds
